The Town of Mono established a pollinator garden in 2016. This 0.8 hectare (2 acre) plot 

of land has been developed to showcase native plant species beneficial to pollinators 

and to educate the public on the benefits of pollinators and the need to protect them. 

The Town of Mono has advocated for the elimination of the use of neonicotinoids. The 

Town has undertaken a number of tree-planting projects and has planted over 30,000 

trees in the past 2 years. The Town also has a program where we sell over 6,000 native 

species of trees and shrubs to residents every year at nursery wholesale prices. 

B) Commitments and Actions

commitments, and that we will take the indicated actions to support those commitments: 

1. Creating Healthy Pollinator Habitat: Describe your plans to create, improve and 

maintain pollinator habitat, while reducing or eliminating pesticide use. 

The Town created the Mono Pollinator Garden and continues to develop the 2 acre 

plot of land. In 2017, 700 perennials and 1262 trees were planted in the pollinator 

garden. So far this year we have added an additional 280 plants. 

 

2. Education about Pollinators: Describe how you plan to educate community 

members about the importance of pollinators. 

In 2018 the Town is installing interpretive signs throughout the garden to educate 

the public on the importance of pollinators and demonstrate to people what they 

can do on their own property to enhance pollinator habitats. The Town has a 



section on ifs website promoting pollinator health and includes /rnks to articles to

educate people on pollinators. We also have a pollinator brochure.

3. Celebrating Pollinators: Describe how you plan to celebrate pollinators during

lnternational Pollinator week (third week of June) or at other times.

The Town will be holding an official Grand Opening of the Mono Potlinator Garden

this summer which will constitute our 2018 pollinator celebration.

MONO'S POLLINATOR GARDEN 

The Town of Mono donated the site and has 

contributed $10,000 towards its development. 

The site was an abandoned hay field adjacent to 

Island Lake Conservation Area. The garden 

layout was done by a local landscape architect.   

The site was repeatedly tilled in 2016 to provide 

weed control.  Walkways were laid out and filled 

with wood chips. Large planting mounds were 

created in three areas.  It will  likely take three 

more years to establish the garden.  The first 

planting session began 

in Spring 2016. 

When complete, the 

garden will include 

plants, shrubs, trees, 

walkways and paths, 

seating and 

interpretive signage. 

Planting, tilling, garden maintenance and 

site construction is being done by 

volunteers.

What is a pollinator 

garden? 

Since 2006, significant declines in pollinator 

populations have been noted around the 

world. These beneficial animals are under 

pressure from loss of habitat (where they 

nest), loss of food sources (plants that provide 

pollen and nectar), pests and disease, 

chemicals (herbicides, fungicides, pesticides » 

especially neonicotinoids) and climate change. 

As pollinator populations are threatened, so 

too are the foods and plant products we enjoy 

as well as the ecosystems that depend on these 

pollinators.  

A Pollinator Garden is an area designed to 

attract many types of pollinators such as bees, 

moths and butterflies.  

The Town of Mono is creating this Pollinator 

Garden to also serve as an educational tool to 

inform & educate people on the risks 

associated with the loss of pollinators.
